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HOUSTON (AP) — A woman's

displeasure with her Mother’s Day
gift triggered an argument that
resulted in the shooting death of a
22-year-old man, police said.

Cal Andre Franklin, of Galena
Park, was shot at 4:30 p.m. Sunday
at a residence in northeast Houston
and died about 45 minutes later at
Ben Taub Hospital, investigators
said.

‘The shooting took place after
Franklin and his girlfriend went to
the woman's house to spend Mother’s
Day with her mother and several
sisters, police said.

The 43-year-old woman grabbed
a pistol from her purse and shot
Franklin in the jaw after he
remarked that his mother would
have shown appreciation for the gift,
according to a police report.

CHICAGO—One out of three autopsies uncovers
signs of an erroneous diagnosis, and in one out of
10 cases the error could have contributed to the
patient’sdeath, a new study has found.

And in some small hospitals, the rate of fatally
wrong diagnosis may be even higher, according to
the study in today’s Journal of the American
Medical Association.

Autopsies showed thatin 34 percent of the
cases, there was a major discrepancy between the
diagnosis before death and autopsy findings.
